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If someone tried to write a creation account for the specific propose of rejecting evolution
as an explanation of human origins, it would be hard imagine how anyone could do this any
more thoroughly than Genesis 1-3 does. Genesis 1-3 rejects evolutionary theory point by point,
and it does it repeatedly and emphatically.

We see that Genesis is presented as the first section of the history of God's plan of
salvation. The first eleven chapters, which report the early history of the world, lead
directly into the early history of Israel as reported in Genesis 12-50. The other books of
the Pentateuch and the other historical books of the Old Testament continue this same
story. These books trace the story of God's plan of salvation from Eden to Egypt, to
Jerusalem, to captivity in Babylon, and back to Jerusalem again. This history of the plan
of salvation is then resumed and completed in the Gospels and Acts. Events from Genesis
to Acts form one connected history.
